The Untold Story of Emmett Louis Till

Filmmaker Keith Beauchamp will show his documentary The Untold Story of Emmett Louis Till on 
April 12 in the Law School Courtroom at 2:30 p.m, and on Thursday, April 13, at 11 a.m. and 6 p.m. 

in the Union Theater. A question-and-answer session will 
follow. This documentary is part of the Hartman Hotz 
lectures, a collaboration between Fulbright College 
and the School of Law.

Emmett Louis Till was a 14-year-old African American 
boy brutally beaten and murdered for addressing a 
white woman. The documentary investigates his mur-
der and the subsequent injustice surrounding his death. 
Keith Beauchamp’s nine years producing the film 
re-opened the investigation. For more information, visit  
www.emmetttillstory.com.

Keith Beauchamp attended Southern University in 
Baton Rouge where he studied Criminal Justice with 
the intention of becoming a Civil Rights attorney.   As a 
young boy in Baton Rouge, Beauchamp had his share 
of run-ins with racism, but it wasn’t until an incident 
where he was assaulted by an undercover police of-
ficer after dancing with a white woman at a party that 
he felt compelled to leave college to come to New 
York.  It was here he could pursue his dream of being 
a filmmaker.  And through this feat, he’d attempt to 
remedy some of the past and present injustices of the 
Southern mindset.

In 1999, Beauchamp founded Till Freedom Come 
Productions, a company devoted to socially significant 
projects that can both teach and entertain.  Beau-

champ has devoted the past ten years of his life to pursuing justice for Emmett Till, traveling exten-
sively between New York, Chicago, and Mississippi investigating the murder.  Through his journey he 
tracked and spoke with witnesses who had never before spoken about the case, befriended Ma-
mie Till Mobley who took Keith under her wing, worked with such influential figures as Muhammad 
Ali and Reverend Al Sharpton, all the while persistently lobbying both the State of Mississippi and the 
Federal Government to re-open the Emmett Till murder investigation.
